Through events like the Komen Charlotte Race for the Cure, the Charlotte Affiliate has invested over $8 million in local breast health and breast cancer screening, education and treatment programs within our 9-county service area of Cabarrus, Gaston, Iredell, Lincoln, Mecklenburg, Rowan, Stanly and Union, NC, and York, SC. Up to 75 percent of net proceeds generated by the Komen Charlotte Affiliate stay in our local service area. The remaining net income goes to the national Susan G. Komen for the Cure Grants Program for energizing science to find the cures.

Nancy G. Brinker promised her dying sister, Susan G. Komen, she would do everything in her power to end breast cancer forever. In 1982, that promise became Susan G. Komen for the Cure and launched the global breast cancer movement. Funding Opportunities

The Charlotte Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure is currently offering small grants of up to $5,000.00 to support breast health education and awareness projects that increase access to or improve breast health and/or breast cancer services for target populations within our 9-county service area.
Important Dates
Small Grant Applications are accepted throughout the year. However, requests for support of specific events must be received at least six weeks prior to the event.
Eligibility 

Applicants and institutions must conform to the following eligibility criteria to be considered for funding:

· Applicants must ensure that all past and current Komen-funded grants or awards are up-to-date and in compliance with Komen requirements.

· Institutions must be located in or providing services to one or more of the following counties in the Komen Charlotte service area: Cabarrus, Gaston, Iredell, Lincoln, Mecklenburg, Rowan, Stanly and Union in NC, and York County in SC. 
· Project must be specific to breast health and/or breast cancer.
· Applicant must be a non-profit organization with federal tax exemption.  Individuals may not receive grants.

· Funding requests should not be for a project that would normally be eligible for funding through the yearly peer-reviewed Komen Grant process.

· Organizations may submit multiple Small Grant applications; however, the total sum of Small Grant applications per organization should not exceed $5,000 during any twelve month period. Entities with distinct operations that are owned by the same parent organization will be treated individually when calculating the total sum of Small Grant applications.
Allowable Expenses

Funds may be used for the following types of program expenses:

· Educational materials

· Meeting Costs

· Supplies

· Travel

· Other direct program expenses

· Equipment for educational purposes
Funds may not be used for the following purposes: 

· Salaries and fringe benefits
· Clinical services or patient care costs

· Medical equipment

· Medical or scientific research

· Scholarships or fellowships

· Indirect costs

· Construction or renovation of facilities

· Political campaigns or lobbying

Education & Awareness Grants

Purpose: To raise awareness of breast cancer and increase the capacity of effective breast health programs.
Amount: Up to $5,000.00
Recognition requirements: The Charlotte Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure® must be recognized in all materials.

Submission Requirements
To apply for a Komen Charlotte Small Grant, please complete the Small Grant Application. Attach a separate type-written document up to three pages on plain, white, single-sided 8 ½ x 11 paper using 12-point font including:
· Describe in detail how your organization will use this Education and Awareness Small Grant and how it will increase access to or improve breast health and/or breast cancer services for the medically underserved.
· List the goals and objectives for this project, along with the expected outcomes. Include how this grant will further Komen’s mission.
· Provide a detailed timeline for implementing this project.

· Provide a line-item budget for how the grant funds will be spent.
· Include other participating organizations or other funding sources.
The Small Grant Application should be signed by the organization’s signatory, usually the President or Executive Director.  Please attach proof of non-profit status.

Please submit four copies of the completed Small Grant Application (one original and three duplicates).  No special packaging (binders, plastic covers, etc.) or additional material (videotapes, annual reports, brochures, etc.) should be included.
